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Last month | talked about transformation from Romans 12:1-2
and that transformation comes as a natural result of

following Jesus. Transformation is not an option; it is a

Result, a result of following Christ. This month, | want to draw our
attention to another one of Paul’s teachings on transformation —
2 Corinthians 3:18. Paul writes, “And we, who with unveiled faces
all reflect the Lord’s glory, are being transformed into his likeness
with ever increasing glory, which comes from the Lord, who is the
Spirit.”

In this verse, Paul tells us that we are being transformed, that the
process of transformation has begun and continues in our lives.
Every day that goes by is another day that Jesus works His
transformation in us. Please note that transformation does not
originate in our will, or by our efforts, but happens as a sole result
of the Lord Jesus Christ in us. “Transformation comes from the
Lord, who is the Spirit.”

Please also note that the purpose and point of our transformation
is to become like Jesus. There is no other reason or purpose
than that. Transformation is not for our own purposes or for our
own glory. Jesus in us transforms us so that we look like Jesus
on the outside as well! Paul says that we are to reflect the Lord’s
glory. This means that we are to act and speak like Jesus to
those around us so that they, too, might desire to follow Jesus as
we are doing. We are transformed so that others might know
who Jesus is because they see Jesus in us.

So, our lives are transformed by Jesus so that we become more
like Jesus in order that the glory of Jesus might be seen by those
around us. One further note to mention: Paul says that we are
transformed “with ever increasing glory.” As we walk with Jesus,
we have the opportunity to glorify Jesus more and more through
our actions and speech. Our transformation is a continual
process that actually makes us more and more and more like
Jesus as the days go by. There is no end to our transformation
here on earth! Think about that! The light of Christ in us shines
brighter and brighter as we continue to walk with Him!

To reflect the glory of Jesus to those around us is Christ’s
purpose in our lives and for our lives. The question for us is, “Is
that our purpose as well?” Will we allow Jesus to transform us
into His image and for His glory?
