Heaven - Lesson 8 - The Millennial Reign of Christ – Part 2

Isa 9:7  Of the increase of his government and peace there shall be no end, upon the throne of David, and upon his kingdom, to order it, and to establish it with judgment and with justice from henceforth even for ever. The zeal of the LORD of hosts will perform this. 



2. Jesus will judge all the nations with righteousness and the wicked will not be tolerated.
Isa 11:4 But with righteousness shall he judge the poor, and reprove with equity for the meek of the earth: and he shall smite the earth with the rod of his mouth, and with the breath of his lips shall he slay the wicked. 

Isa 11:5 And righteousness shall be the girdle of his loins, and faithfulness the girdle of his reins. 




a. We will judge and govern with Jesus under his authority.

Daniel 7:22 Until the Ancient of days came, and judgment was given to the saints of the most High; and the time came that the saints possessed the kingdom.




b. They the righteous shall judge the nations, and have dominion over the people.

Daniel 7:18 But the saints of the most High shall take the kingdom, and possess the kingdom for ever, even for ever and ever.

Daniel 7:27 And the kingdom and dominion, and the greatness of the kingdom under the whole heaven, shall be given to the people of the saints of the most High, whose kingdom is an everlasting kingdom, and all dominions shall serve and obey him.

C. The Millennial Reign will begin when Israel realizes its sin in rejecting Jesus Christ as their 
messiah, and repents in the last days of the tribulation. 
Jer 3:13 Only acknowledge thine iniquity, that thou hast transgressed against the LORD thy God, and hast scattered thy ways to the strangers under every green tree, and ye have not obeyed my voice, saith the LORD.
Jer 3:14 Turn, O backsliding children, saith the LORD; for I am married unto you: and I will take you one of a city, and two of a family, and I will bring you to Zion:
Jer 3:15 And I will give you pastors according to mine heart, which shall feed you with knowledge and understanding.
Jer 3:16 And it shall come to pass, when ye be multiplied and increased in the land, in those days, saith the LORD, they shall say no more, The ark of the covenant of the LORD: neither shall it come to mind: neither shall they remember it; neither shall they visit it; neither shall that be done any more.
Jer 3:17 At that time they shall call Jerusalem the throne of the LORD; and all the nations shall be gathered unto it, to the name of the LORD, to Jerusalem: neither shall they walk any more after the imagination of their evil heart.
Jer 3:18 In those days the house of Judah shall walk with the house of Israel, and they shall come together out of the land of the north to the land that I have given for an inheritance unto your fathers.
Tim Lahaye in his book “Popular Encyclopedia of Bible Prophecy” said:


“This, then, is the twofold basis of the second coming: Israel must confess her national sin (Leviticus 26:40-42; Jeremiah 3:11-18; Hosea 5:15) and then plead for Messiah to return, to “mourn for Him, as one mourns for an only son” (Zechariah 
12:10-14; and Matthew 23:37-39).”

Le 26:40 ¶ If they shall confess their iniquity, and the iniquity of their fathers, with their trespass which they trespassed against me, and that also they have walked contrary unto me;
Le 26:41 And that I also have walked contrary unto them, and have brought them into the land of their enemies; if then their uncircumcised hearts be humbled, and they then accept of the punishment of their iniquity:
Le 26:42 Then will I remember my covenant with Jacob, and also my covenant with Isaac, and also my covenant with Abraham will I remember; and I will remember the land.

D. The “time of Jacobs trouble” causes the Jews to repent and turn to Him who they pierced.

Jer 30:7 Alas! for that day is great, so that none is like it: it is even the time of Jacob's trouble; but he shall be saved out of it.
Jer 30:8 For it shall come to pass in that day, saith the LORD of hosts, that I will break his yoke from off thy neck, and will burst thy bonds, and strangers shall no more serve themselves of him:
Jer 30:9 But they shall serve the LORD their God, and David their king, whom I will raise up unto them.
Jer 30:10 ¶ Therefore fear thou not, O my servant Jacob, saith the LORD; neither be dismayed, O Israel: for, lo, I will save thee from afar, and thy seed from the land of their captivity; and Jacob shall return, and shall be in rest, and be quiet, and none shall make him afraid.
Note: The seven year tribulation is known as the “time of Jacob’s trouble” for a reason. God is dealing with the unbelieving Jews. The church age has come to a close. This is another reason to believe in a pre-tribulation rapture of the church. The purpose of the tribulation is for good. God knows the only way the unbelieving Jews will repent and turn to him is for them to realize that they have rejected their Messiah Jesus Christ. Jerusalem’s cry of repentance will bring an end to the wrath of God and the second coming of Jesus will occur. God in his foreknowledge knew this time would be shortened. Many Gentiles will be saved during the tribulation also.

III. The Millennial Reign – God’s main purposes of it - two main reasons.


A. To reward the people of God – we talked about the crown rewards and some of the general 


rewards in a previous lesson. Here are some more references:

Mat 16:27  For the Son of man shall come in the glory of his Father with his angels; and then he shall reward every man according to his works. 

Col 3:24  Knowing that of the Lord ye shall receive the reward of the inheritance: for ye serve the Lord Christ.
Rev 22:12  And, behold, I come quickly; and my reward is with me, to give every man according as his work shall be.

1Th 3:13  To the end he may stablish your hearts unblameable in holiness before God, even our Father, at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ with all his saints. 

1Co 6:2  Do ye not know that the saints shall judge the world? 

Mat 25:23  His lord said unto him, Well done, good and faithful servant; thou hast been faithful over a few things, I will make thee ruler over many things: enter thou into the joy of thy lord. 

Luk 19:16  Then came the first, saying, Lord, thy pound hath gained ten pounds. 

Luk 19:17  And he said unto him, Well, thou good servant: because thou hast been faithful in a very little, have thou authority over ten cities. 

Luk 19:18  And the second came, saying, Lord, thy pound hath gained five pounds. 

Luk 19:19  And he said likewise to him, Be thou also over five cities. 

It is apparent from verses 17 and 19 that there will be rewards in the kingdom of God regarding our place and rule with Jesus determined by our level of faithfulness in this life. 
In Dr. James Wilkins book “Other Side” he puts it this way, 

“Death is described as a graduation for the child of God. Death, to the child of God, is the servant who ushers him into the presence of God in Heaven. Since we move from time into a land that is eternal, it is my opinion that it will seem but a very short time before we go to the Bema Stand (Judgment Seat of Christ), and then into the Millennium.” (5)

 I agree, it wont be long, life is but a vapor. We must keep ourselves from sin and walk worthy of our calling. None of us want to be ashamed at His coming, and we know he will be bringing his reward with him. Remember the rapture is immanent, he could come for us at any time. The rapture will come like a thief in the night. We need to be watching for it and ready. Seven years after that event we will come with him to rule for one thousand years. He will come with a strong hand. His reward are the many who were saved because he went to the cross. We want to be part of his work and rule.

Isa 40:10  Behold, the Lord GOD will come with strong hand, and his arm shall rule for him: behold, his reward is with him, and his work before him.

B. To fulfill prophecy - Gods promises kept. (Abrahamic covenant - Gen 12:1-3)
IV. The millennial reign - What is it like and what do we do for 1000 years?

Tim Lahaye in his book “The Book of Revelation Made Clear” commented:


“Jesus Christ is the only one who has been given the authority to bring such a kingdom into being and he is the only one who has the power to enforce that peace from the first day and throughout eternity. 


His coming kingdom will truly be the utopia that has eluded mankind since the fall. It will be a time of peace, righteousness, prosperity, and conversion and will abundantly fulfill all that the prophets have said about it.”

Jesus will rule all the nations with a rod of iron. Even the unsaved gentiles in those nations will submit to his rule. All of the believing Jews that repented during the tribulation and turned to him as their messiah will be gathered again to Israel from the four corners of the earth. They will come out of the other nations and be gathered to Israel once again. Even the animals will be changed. The cow and bear will feed and lye down together. The child will be able to put its hand in an asp’s hole and not be bitten or hurt. 

In “that day” the Lords name will be exalted instead of taken in vain as it is today. I can’t wait until that day. We will all rejoice together for the day when our Lord rules and his ways are the ruling agency. No longer will the wicked rage and have their way. “Thy Kingdom come thy will be done on earth as it is in heaven.” (Matthew 6:10) Yes, we should look forward to that day when the Lord has his way among all of the nations.  We will rule under our Lords leadership. 

Isa 12:1  And in that day thou shalt say, O LORD, I will praise thee: though thou wast angry with me, thine anger is turned away, and thou comfortedst me. 

Isa 12:2  Behold, God is my salvation; I will trust, and not be afraid: for the LORD JEHOVAH is my strength and my song; he also is become my salvation. 

Isa 12:3  Therefore with joy shall ye draw water out of the wells of salvation. 

Isa 12:4  And in that day shall ye say, Praise the LORD, call upon his name, declare his doings among the people, make mention that his name is exalted. 


A. It will be a time of peace:



1. The millennial kingdom will give us a taste of what life would have been like if Adam and 


Eve had not sinned. Jesus will be the King and Judge, and we will judge with him.
Isa 2:1 The word that Isaiah the son of Amoz saw concerning Judah and Jerusalem. 

Isa 2:2  And it shall come to pass in the last days, that the mountain of the LORD'S house shall be established in the top of the mountains, and shall be exalted above the hills; and all nations shall flow unto it. 



2. Believers will worship God at the new Temple.
Isa 2:3  And many people shall go and say, Come ye, and let us go up to the mountain of the LORD, to the house of the God of Jacob; and he will teach us of his ways, and we will walk in his paths: for out of Zion shall go forth the law, and the word of the LORD from Jerusalem. 

Isa 2:4  And he shall judge among the nations, and shall rebuke many people: and they shall beat their swords into plowshares, and their spears into pruninghooks: nation shall not lift up sword against nation, neither shall they learn war any more. 

Isa 2:5  O house of Jacob, come ye, and let us walk in the light of the LORD.

Isa 9:6  For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given: and the government shall be upon his shoulder: and his name shall be called Wonderful, Counsellor, The mighty God, The everlasting Father, The Prince of Peace. 

Isa 9:7  Of the increase of his government and peace there shall be no end, upon the throne of David, and upon his kingdom, to order it, and to establish it with judgment and with justice from henceforth even for ever. The zeal of the LORD of hosts will perform this. 

Isa 60:21  Thy people also shall be all righteous: they shall inherit the land for ever, the branch of my planting, the work of my hands, that I may be glorified. 

Isa 11:1  And there shall come forth a rod out of the stem of Jesse, and a Branch shall grow out of his roots: 

Isa 11:2  And the spirit of the LORD shall rest upon him, the spirit of wisdom and understanding, the spirit of counsel and might, the spirit of knowledge and of the fear of the LORD; 

Isa 11:3  And shall make him of quick understanding in the fear of the LORD: and he shall not judge after the sight of his eyes, neither reprove after the hearing of his ears: 

Isa 11:4  But with righteousness shall he judge the poor, and reprove with equity for the meek of the earth: and he shall smite the earth with the rod of his mouth, and with the breath of his lips shall he slay the wicked. 

Isa 11:5  And righteousness shall be the girdle of his loins, and faithfulness the girdle of his reins. 



3. Animals will live in peace with each other and with humans.
Isa 11:6  The wolf also shall dwell with the lamb, and the leopard shall lie down with the kid; and the calf and the young lion and the fatling together; and a little child shall lead them. 
Isa 11:7  And the cow and the bear shall feed; their young ones shall lie down together: and the lion shall eat straw like the ox. (See also Isa 65:25)
