Lesson 8 – The millennial reign part 3


4. Under Jesus' leadership, the world will still be divided into nations. Jews will be drawn back 

to Israel, which will finally have its promised borders.
Isa 11:10 And in that day there shall be a root of Jesse, which shall stand for an ensign of the people; to it shall the Gentiles seek: and his rest shall be glorious. 

Isa 11:11  And it shall come to pass in that day, that the Lord shall set his hand again the second time to recover the remnant of his people, which shall be left, from Assyria, and from Egypt, and from Pathros, and from Cush, and from Elam, and from Shinar, and from Hamath, and from the islands of the sea. 

Isa 11:12  And he shall set up an ensign for the nations, and shall assemble the outcasts of Israel, and gather together the dispersed of Judah from the four corners of the earth. 



5. The Gentiles will be divided into nations with Jesus as their benevolent dictator. (Psalm 2:8; 


Isaiah 42:1; Dan 7:14, 27). The disciples (Matthew 19:28) and the martyrs of the Tribulation 


(Rev 20:4) will rule over the nations along with the saints who are kings and priests. They will 


all live 
in peace (Isaiah 2:4).


Da 7:14 And there was given him dominion, and glory, and a kingdom, that all people, nations, and languages, should serve him: his dominion is an everlasting dominion, which shall not pass away, and his kingdom that which shall not be destroyed.
Da 7:27 And the kingdom and dominion, and the greatness of the kingdom under the whole heaven, shall be given to the people of the saints of the most High, whose kingdom is an everlasting kingdom, and all dominions shall serve and obey him.

B. It will be a time of prosperity:



1. Only the Holy and righteous will rule from Jerusalem. The Lord will have purged the world of 

corruption.

Isa 4:2 In that day shall the branch of the LORD be beautiful and glorious, and the fruit of the earth shall be excellent and comely for them that are escaped of Israel. 

Isa 4:3 And it shall come to pass, that he that is left in Zion, and he that remaineth in Jerusalem, shall be called holy, even every one that is written among the living in Jerusalem: 

Isa 4:4 When the Lord shall have washed away the filth of the daughters of Zion, and shall have purged the blood of Jerusalem from the midst thereof by the spirit of judgment, and by the spirit of burning. 



2. Everything we do will prosper and the Lord will bless us with our desires. Of course even 


our desires will be righteous.

Isa 65:21 And they shall build houses, and inhabit them; and they shall plant vineyards, and eat the fruit of them. 
Isa 65:22 They shall not build, and another inhabit; they shall not plant, and another eat: for as the days of a tree are the days of my people, and mine elect shall long enjoy the work of their hands. 

Isa 65:23 They shall not labour in vain, nor bring forth for trouble; for they are the seed of the blessed of the LORD, and their offspring with them. 

Isa 65:24 And it shall come to pass, that before they call, I will answer; and while they are yet speaking, I will hear.
Eze 34:26 And I will make them and the places round about my hill a blessing; and I will cause the shower to come down in his season; there shall be showers of blessing. 

Eze 34:27 And the tree of the field shall yield her fruit, and the earth shall yield her increase, and they shall be safe in their land, and shall know that I am the LORD, when I have broken the bands of their yoke, and delivered them out of the hand of those that served themselves of them. 

Eze 36:29 I will also save you from all your uncleannesses: and I will call for the corn, and will increase it, and lay no famine upon you. 

Eze 36:30 And I will multiply the fruit of the tree, and the increase of the field, that ye shall receive no more reproach of famine among the heathen. 

Eze 36:35 And they shall say, This land that was desolate is become like the garden of Eden; and the waste and desolate and ruined cities are become fenced, and are inhabited. – Talk about a regeneration of the earth!
Amos 9:13 Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that the plowman shall overtake the reaper, and the treader of grapes him that soweth seed; and the mountains shall drop sweet wine, and all the hills shall melt. 


C. It will be a time of prolonged life:

Isa 65:20  There shall be no more thence an infant of days, nor an old man that hath not filled his days: for the child shall die an hundred years old; but the sinner being an hundred years old shall be accursed. 

Zechariah 8:4 Thus saith the LORD of hosts; There shall yet old men and old women dwell in the streets of Jerusalem, and every man with his staff in his hand for very age.



1. Those who survived the tribulation will enter the kingdom as mortals—long-lived, but able to 


marry and have children. There wont be a need for doctors because the Lord will heal the land.

Isa 35:4 Say to them that are of a fearful heart, Be strong, fear not: behold, your God will come with vengeance, even God with a recompence; he will come and save you.
Isa 35:5 Then the eyes of the blind shall be opened, and the ears of the deaf shall be unstopped.
Isa 35:6 Then shall the lame man leap as an hart, and the tongue of the dumb sing: for in the wilderness shall waters break out, and streams in the desert. (No more drought!)


2. I believe the mortals alive during the millennial reign will have the health we only dream of, 


and of course we will have perfect new bodies and live in perfect health for eternity. I believe 


that when a mortal believer dies they will be regenerated with their new bodies. This must be 


because we know they go into the new earth in eternity with us for the bible says that ‘they that 


endure to the end shall be saved”, speaking of enduring the tribulation. 


D. It will be a time of great personal joy:

Isa 25:9  And it shall be said in that day, Lo, this is our God; we have waited for him, and he will save us: this is the LORD; we have waited for him, we will be glad and rejoice in his salvation. 

Isa 9:3  Thou hast multiplied the nation, and not increased the joy: they joy before thee according to the joy in harvest, and as men rejoice when they divide the spoil. 

V Summary:

1. The purpose of the millennial kingdom is to establish Christ as King in Jerusalem, sitting on the throne of David (Luke 1:32-33) and to fulfill the promises God has made to Israel. 

2. Gods people, the saved Jews will bless the other nations, fulfilling the Abrahamic covenant. 

(Genesis 12:1-3)

3. They will take control of the promised geographical borders, fulfilling the Palestinian covenant. (Deuteronomy 30:1-10)
4. They will experience forgiveness and a renewed relationship with God, fulfilling the Davidic covenant. 

(2 Sam 7:10-13).
5. The millennial kingdom will give us a taste of what life would have been if Adam and Eve had not sinned. 

6. Jesus will be the King and Judge. (Isaiah 2:4;11:3-4) 

7. Animals will live in peace with each other and with humans (Isaiah 11:6-9), and believers will worship God at the new Temple (Isaiah 2:2-3; Ezekiel 40:1-46:24).
8. Under Jesus' leadership, the world will still be divided into nations. Jews will be drawn back to Israel, which will finally have its promised borders. (Genesis 7:7-8; Isaiah 11:10-13). 
9. The Gentiles will be divided into nations with Jesus as their benevolent dictator. (Psalm 2:8; Isaiah 42:1;Dan 7:14,27).  

10. The disciples (Matthew 19:28) and the martyrs of the Tribulation (Rev 20:4) will rule over the nations. And they will all live in peace (Isaiah 2:4).
11. In the beginning of the millennium, the kingdom will be inhabited only by those who follow Christ. 

12. Those who die during the millennium and are His will be given glorified bodies and sealed against sin. 

13. Those who survived the tribulation will enter the kingdom as mortals—long-lived, but able to marry and have children. (Isaiah 33:24, 35:5-6, 61:1-2).
14. All believers who have been grafted into the family of God through faith in Jesus Christ (us) will reign with Christ as Kings and Priests. What a future!

Imagine a world dominated by righteousness and goodness, a world where there is no injustice, where no court ever renders an unjust verdict, and where everyone is treated fairly. Imagine a world where what is true, right, and noble marks every aspect of life, including interpersonal relations, commerce, education, and government. Imagine a world where there is complete, total, enforced, and permanent peace, where joy abounds and good health prevails, so much so that people live for hundreds of years. Imagine a world where the curse is removed, where the environment is restored to the pristine purity of the Garden of Eden, where peace reigns even in the animal kingdom, so that “the wolf will dwell with the lamb, and the leopard will lie down with the young goat, and the calf and the young lion and the fatling together; and a little boy will lead them” (Isa. 11:6) Imagine a world ruled by a perfect, glorious Ruler, who instantly and firmly deals with sin. Humanly speaking, that description may seem far-fetched, a utopian fantasy that could never be reality. Yet it accurately describes conditions during the future earthly kingdom of the Lord Jesus Christ. 
The chart below provides a summary of the main characteristics of the Millennial Kingdom. As is readily seen, it will be a time unlike any in history. It will also be unlike the conditions in the eternal state on the new earth. Please look these up later. They will serve as a good review.

	The earthly Jerusalem will be restored, blessed, and greatly expanded to serve as the seat of government and worship.

	The heavens and earth will be renewed to restore the creation to Eden-like conditions and repair the damage from man’s long reign of abuse and the judgments of the Tribulation period. Mortals will live long lives again

	Populace
	Resurrected and glorified saints will rule in the midst of Christ’s “brothers” (the faithful Jewish remnant), and the “sheep” (faithful Gentiles) who survive the Tribulation and enter the kingdom to form its initial population. Children will be born to those who enter the kingdom in their natural bodies, and tribulation martyrs.

	The Curse
	Many aspects of the curse (Gen. Gen. 3:15-19) will be reversed. People will live to a great age, but death will still occur.5 As before the flood, animals will revert to vegetarianism and will no longer fear man. Living waters will flow from beneath the sanctuary of the Millennial Temple bringing life to the regions they water.
	Isaiah 11:6-9; 65:20, and 65:25; Ezekiel 47:8-12; Zechariah 8:4; and 14:8

	Productivity
	The earth will be fruitful and men will enjoy the fruit of their labors.6 
	Psalm 67:6-7; and 72:16; Isaiah 35:1;  55:13; and 65:22; Joel 2:24-26; and  3:18; Amos 9:13-14

	Mount Zion
	The region of Mount Zion will be lifted up to form the Mountain of the Lord’s House.7 See Millennial Temple.
	Isaiah 2:2; and 56:7; Ezekiel 20:40; and 40:2; Zechariah 14:4, and 14:10-11; Micah 4:1

	Israel
	Israel will finally inhabit the Promised Land permanently. She will serve as the focal point of the nations because Jesus will reign from Jerusalem. 
	Genesis 13:15; and 17:8; 1Chr 17:9; Psalm 105:8-11; Isaiah 60:21; Jeremiah 3:18; 7:7; 30:3; and 31:8-9; Ezekiel 37:25; and 39:25-29; Amos  9:11-15

	Peace
	All implements of war will be destroyed in favor of implements of productivity. Nations will no longer go to war. Disagreements between nations will be judged by Christ from Jerusalem.

	Worship
	A temple will stand in Jerusalem and all the nations will go up to Jerusalem to the Feast of Tabernacles. Sacrificial offerings will be resumed.9

	Demonic Realm
	Satan will be bound in the abyss and demons will be imprisoned in the regions of Babylon, Edom, and possibly, the abyss.

	Language
	Bible Prophecy tells us that all nations and tongues will go before Jerusalem to honor the King. (Jesus) I believe this tells us that there will still be various nations, cultures, and languages just as there are today during the millennial reign. I believe he will use us in areas of greater familiarity.

Some final thoughts: 

The end of the millennium will be the setting for the final judgment over the earth. Despite the examples of those around them, the peace in the kingdom, and the presence of Christ, not all of the people will choose to follow Christ. At the end of the thousand years, Satan will be released from the Abyss. He will deceive the unbelievers and gather an army to march against Jesus and Israel. The ensuing battle will be short-lived. Satan will be thrown into the Lake of Fire and his human army killed (Rev 20:7-10). All unbelievers will stand before the Great White Throne of judgment and be thrown into the lake of fire for eternity (Rev 20:11-15; John 5:22, 26-29). Finally, the heavens and earth will be destroyed (2 Peter 3:10; Matthew 24:35; Rev 20:11) and remade (Rev 21 -22; 1 Cor 15:35-58), and the believers will live on the New Earth for eternity.
In that day the Lords name will be exalted instead of taken in vain as it is today.

There won’t be any crooked politicians running things. We will rule under our Lords leadership.

We will all rejoice together for the day when our Lord rules and his ways are the ruling agency. 

No longer will the heathen rage and have their way. God will laugh at them. (Read Psalm 2) “Thy Kingdom come thy will be done on earth as it is in heaven.” (Matthew 6:10) Amen and Amen!
