Heaven - Lesson 7 – Rewards manifest at the judgment seat of Christ – Part 2
Teaching Points:

1. Other non crown rewards

2. Paul’s attitude about his walk with Jesus – A continuing walk – A trusting walk
3. Summary – our attitude about rewards and how they effect our eternity.

E. Other Rewards:



1. A new name: Revelations 2:17 and Revelations 3:12:

Rev 2:17 He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith unto the churches; To him that overcometh will I give to eat of the hidden manna, and will give him a white stone, and in the stone a new name written, which no man knoweth saving he that receiveth it. 

Rev 3:12 Him that overcometh will I make a pillar in the temple of my God, and he shall go no more out: and I will write upon him the name of my God, and the name of the city of my God, which is new Jerusalem, which cometh down out of heaven from my God: and I will write upon him my new name. 



2. A new body: I John 3:2 and I Corinthians 15:52

1Jo 3:2  Beloved, now are we the sons of God, and it doth not yet appear what we shall be: but we know that, when he shall appear, we shall be like him; for we shall see him as he is. 

1Co 15:52  In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet shall sound, and the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed. 

1Th 4:17  Then we which are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord. 



3. Eternal Life with Jesus: I Thessalonians 4:17 John 3:16

John 3:16  For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life. 



4. No more death - no more sorrow -  no more crying or pain: Revelations 21:4

Rev 21:4  And God shall wipe away all tears from their eyes; and there shall be no more death, neither sorrow, nor crying, neither shall there be any more pain: for the former things are passed away. 

Rev 21:5  And he that sat upon the throne said, Behold, I make all things new. And he said unto me, Write: for these words are true and faithful. 

Rev 21:6  And he said unto me, It is done. I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the end. I will give unto him that is athirst of the fountain of the water of life freely. 


5. We inherit all things:

Rev 21:7  He that overcometh shall inherit all things; and I will be his God, and he shall be my son. 

Rev 21:8  But the fearful, and unbelieving, and abominable, and murderers, and whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall have their part in the lake which burneth with fire and brimstone: which is the second death. 

Note: We who are believers are the overcomers. Keep this in mind when reading the above references concerning rewards for overcomers. These rewards pertain to all believers.

1Jn 5:4  For whatsoever is born of God overcometh the world: and this is the 
victory that overcometh the world, even our faith. 

1Jn 5:5  Who is he that overcometh the world, but he that believeth that Jesus is the 
Son of God?” 

IV. Paul's Attitude about a continuing walk with Jesus and the rewards we have been talking about:


A. A continuing walk:

Phi 3:8  Yea doubtless, and I count all things but loss for the excellency of the knowledge of Christ Jesus my Lord: for whom I have suffered the loss of all things, and do count them but dung, that I may win Christ, 



1. Vs-8 - He counted his loss of worldly treasure popularity notoriety etc. as dung. (No value)


So he could attain the excellence of the knowledge of Christ; to seek Christ’s righteousness.
Phi 3:9  And be found in him, not having mine own righteousness, which is of the law, but that which is through the faith of Christ, the righteousness which is of God by faith: 

Phi 3:10  That I may know him, and the power of his resurrection, and the fellowship of his sufferings, being made conformable unto his death; 

Phi 3:11  If by any means I might attain unto the resurrection of the dead. 

Phi 3:12  Not as though I had already attained, either were already perfect: but I follow after, if that I may apprehend that for which also I am apprehended of Christ Jesus. 



2. Vs-12 - He emphasized that he was not perfect or infallible, but just following after to attain a 


deeper 
understanding of Christ. Inferring a continuing walk - a steadfast walk.
Phi 3:13  Brethren, I count not myself to have apprehended: but this one thing I do, forgetting those things which are behind, and reaching forth unto those things which are before, 

Phi 3:14  I press toward the mark for the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus. 



3. Vs-14 - He pressed toward the mark he says for the prize. The prize of the high calling of 


Christ. We should all desire to be in Gods perfect will for our lives.
Phi 3:15  Let us therefore, as many as be perfect, be thus minded: and if in any thing ye be otherwise minded, God shall reveal even this unto you. 



4. Vs 15 – He now exhorts the mature Christian to be thus minded and if not that God 


would show them where they fall short. We should all ask God to correct our coarse so we 


don’t fall short of the reward he has planned for us.
Phi 3:16  Nevertheless, whereto we have already attained, let us walk by the same rule, let us mind the same thing. 

Note: The lost serve the desires of the flesh and their end is destruction. We serve God in the Spirit, as our conversation is in heaven. We are seated in heavenly places in Christ Jesus. At the end of this chapter Paul reminds us that our bodies will be fashioned like Jesus. “We shall be like him.”



B. A believing trusting walk:

2Ti 1:12 For the which cause I also suffer these things: nevertheless I am not ashamed: for I know whom I have believed, and am persuaded that he is able to keep that which I have committed unto him against that day. 

Note: Paul committed his soul to Christ. He was sure of his salvation not because of himself but because he knows that Jesus (God) is able to keep him. We can be this sure of our eternity also, if we are born again.
How about you, do you have a continuing, trusting daily walk with Jesus? If you do then you will not suffer loss.
V. Summary:

In our discussion of rewards I hope we walk away with the following thoughts:

1. Encouragement: I hope this discussion of rewards encourages all of us to live for Jesus with faith. The rewards you receive at the judgment seat of Christ will be based on your submission to the Holy Spirit and conformity to the image of Christ. To accomplish this, a walk of faith is required, with prayer, and the renewing and washing of your mind by the Word of God. We can do all things through Christ who strengthens us. Without him you can do nothing. Your treasure, and rewards in heaven will be based on the degree to which you walk in this walk of faith. (Faith, Step, Rest)
2. Joy: but for many who have lived carnal lives there will be regret. They will regret that they are going into the millennial reign with much less reward than Jesus intended, yet as the scripture states they are saved as yet by fire. The loss they suffer may be position and influence during the millennial reign. 

3. Any regret will be temporary: At the end of the thousand year reign which we will discuss in detail in the next lesson, all our regrets and tears will be wiped away. However, a thousand years is a long time to live in regret that we did not live more faithfully for Christ; therefore we should live Godly in this present world. 

4. Living a carnal life now might leave us out of our intended position during Christ’s reign: We should be concerned that we don’t live carnal lives or we may as Paul puts it “suffer loss” during the millennial reign. We may be found unworthy of Christ’s intended position of authority for us during that reign. Paul warns us to live for Jesus to receive a full reward. This must infer we could suffer loss and receive a partial reward. Therefore we should strive to live worthy of our calling and receive a full reward in the millennium. 


We should strive to get in the race and serve Jesus with what ever time we have left in this life. (Walk in the Spirit) Our rewards and position with Christ during his reign will depend on it. This is why Jesus told us to seek first the kingdom of heaven and lay up treasure there, because it is possible to do so. This is why the bible exhorts us to set our hearts on the things above. We must live for Christ now by dying to self, and run the race to obtain the prize of the high calling that Christ has on our lives. It is all about losing your life now to obtain or gain life later. A thousand years is a long time to “suffer loss” for the usefulness of Christ during his kingdom reign. Where will you be on the other side of the river? (Will you rule one city, two, five or maybe none?) Your faithfulness toward Him now with what he has given you will determine this. We need to be sure we are in his will for our lives.


A. What if we lived our lives as if we believed the promises of the Bible were true as Paul did?



1. Our worldly possessions would not be as important to us.


2. When we loose friends or family or possessions for the cause of Christ we would not look 


back and cling to those losses much less quit. We would move on with joy.


3. We would practice giving and focus our investment of time on the things of God while there is 

still time. We would:



a. Win souls




b. Feed the flock




c. Spend more time in study of Gods word to be prepared to give and answer.



d. Seek Gods righteousness and live pure lives pleasing to God.

Note: If we truly believed that we can lay up treasure in heaven by living lives that glorify God here in the present time then we would seek those things above. The things of this life would begin to pale by comparison. We would as Paul puts it, “count them as dung.”

B. Here is what should be important to the Christian:



1. To obey God and follow Jesus words (Commandments) to observe whatsoever he has taught 


us in his word. To do this we must walk in prayer and faith. (Not in the flesh)



2. To love him with all of your heart. Love what he loves and hate what he hates. To have the 


mind of Christ we must renew our mind daily in the Word of God.
