From the Pastor’s pen...

On the week of the combined church service, I took a detour from the fruitfulness series, and set my
attention on Philippians 1:21 “For to me to live is Christ, and to die is gain.” Words that I trust landed
well for people of different traditions and denominations. But even within this passage, it was hard to
escape from the fruitfulness theme. Paul’s reasoning for not departing and being with Jesus and staying
on in the flesh is grounded in ‘fruitful labour.” We read in Philippians 1:22,

If I am to live in the flesh, that means fruitful labor for me.

Now Paul had an incredibly unique calling on his life, he was a preacher-teacher-church-planter
extraordinaire. Chances are, you and I won’t have the type of incredible life that Paul had, but at the end

of the day, fruitful labour means the same thing for us as it does for Paul. Dennis Johnson' defines it
like this,

For Paul, “fruit” pictures the transformation that takes place in people’s lives when the Holy
Spirit mercifully and mightily brings “home” to them the good news of Jesus...

This fruitful labour came about as Paul preached day-in and day-out. For us it may be similar
opportunity of sharing the good news. But as we have already seen... sharing the gospel (as vital as it is)
is not the only fruit that displays to others the change that Jesus has made in our lives.

Like Paul, perhaps you too feel his same dilemma, you want to be with Jesus, “which is far better.” But
we are reminded that while we breathe, there is still work to be done.

May God bless you on your frontline
