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We are writing to invite you to be part of our MU Hebrew tutoring program this year. We have seen your abilities in Hebrew language and communication. More importantly, we have seen in you a heart of humility and a concern for others that will make you a good teacher. 
 
In the last few years we have had tremendous success with this program. Here are the advantages we have seen:
· Language students have resources beyond the 3 or 4 hours of class time each week. Beginning students have a chance to ask questions. Struggling students have opportunity for one-on-one attention. Advanced students have opportunity to read more outside of class in community with others.

· Community is fostered as students in all stages of Hebrew have an increased opportunity for interaction and growth. 

· Tutors have an opportunity to hone their skills by teaching others.

· Tutors are given experience that can be included on applications and CV’s.

· And, our very favorite, because the tutors free up our time by investing in our students, we have time to invest in our tutors. Tutors have increased interaction with the instructors in regular faculty-mentored meetings where we discuss issues of pedagogy, grammar, reading, scholarship, theology, interpretation, and life. These meetings are open to all past and present tutors, TA's, and interns. Attendance is optional, but we really look forward to seeing you there.  

If you would like to participate as a Hebrew tutor, we ask the following: 
 
1. Set aside one hour a week (you pick the time) when you will study in a consistent place (seminary lobby, coffee shop, etc.) so that students know how and where to reach you. 
When you set your tutoring times, consider the Hebrew class schedule: 
· HEB 1 is offered M,W 11:00-12:50 (Josberger)
· HEB 2 is offered T,TH 11:00-12:15 (Josberger)
· HEB 1 is also being offered online this year. And we have a few students who will need tutors to make up for weekly missed class times. (Kutz)
