• INTRO 
As we launched into a new church vision of Thriving in Christ this past January, we 
could not of imagined what 2020 would hold.  In this season of struggle and 
wilderness, it seems that not only do we need more than ever—but we have more 
opportunity than ever—to immerse ourselves in God’s presence, immerse ourselves in 
God’s Word, immerse ourselves in the fellowship of God’s people, and engage in 
God’s mission in this world.  For our prayer service tonight, we’ll take a small part in 
living out our vision by working through this week’s Philippians passage: we will reflect, 
pray, and sing through Philippians 1:27-2:5 as a time to both renew our walk with the 
Lord and lift up our prayers for the world.  We’ll break down this passage into four 
sections, with four songs, and four prayers.  Let’s begin.          
 

• SCRIPTURE 
Philippians 1:27-28 (NIV) 
“Whatever happens, conduct yourselves in a manner worthy of the gospel of Christ. 
Then, whether I come and see you or only hear about you in my absence, I will know 
that you stand firm in the one Spirit, striving together as one for the faith of the 
gospel without being frightened in any way by those who oppose you. This is a sign to 
them that they will be destroyed, but that you will be saved—and that by God.” 
 
Pause.  Be still.  Reflect on God’s word and enter a posture of prayer and worship.
