AS WE GATHER

It should be no surprise, for the Lord warned them from the beginning. To follow Christ, to live our Baptism, to be a
Christian will not be a life of ease, peace, and abundance, but rather one of trouble and contradiction. All the
apostles and prophets found this to be true.
