Apologetics/Evidences

1) Universe composed of things unseen to the naked eye— Heb. 11:3; Col. 1:16.

2) Creation testifies to God’s existence— Psalm 19:1-6; Rom. 1:19-20.
Spontaneous generation was scientifically disproved in 1862, by Louis Pasteur. It is
in contradiction to the “law of biogenesis” [all life comes from preceding life and that
of its kind] Gen. 1:1, 11,-26.

3) Creation in 6 literal 24hr days— Ex. 20:9-11. In the 10 Commandments, God
instructed Israel to work 6 days, then rest on the 7th day, just as it took Him 6 days
to create earth, then He rested on the 7th day.

4) Earth is round/suspended in space- Isa. 40:22; Job 26:7. discovered 1600s
5) Heavens controlled by Divine ordinances— Jer. 31:35; Job. 38:33.
6) Earth is wearing out— Isa. 51:6; Psa. 102:25-26; 1 Jn. 2:17.

7) Water cycle of the earth- (evaporation, wind, electricity & rain) -Job 36:27-28;
Eccl. 1:6-7; Psa135:7. (partial discoveries in 1800s but not fully understood until 1965
AD).

8) Paths of the sea (oceanography)- Psa. 8:8 (discovered 1855).

9) Stars innumerable/emit sound- Jer. 33:22; Heb.11:12; Job 38:7. (discovered
1608 & 1942).

10) Dead Sea Scrolls (discovered 1947)- prior to the DSS discovery the oldest
MSS of Isaiah was about 900 AD, but in the DSS a complete copy of Isaiah was
found and dated at about 100 BC and found to be accurate! This copy of Isaiah
contained only minor differences from the later Masoretic text (the text which forms
the basis of the modern Hebrew Bible). Most of the differences are simply grammati-
cal (for example, spelling certain words with an extra letter that does not alter the
pronunciation).

11) There are over 5,600 ancient manuscript copies of the New Testament giv-
ing it more copies to a degree that dwarfs any other figure of ancient history. And
they have a 99% accuracy when compared to each other. There are only 643 manu-
script copies of Homer’s lliad, 49 of Plato’s Tetralogies, and 7 for Aristotle. Thus, the
record of the life, ministry, death and resurrection of Jesus Christ has more evidence
and proof than any other person from antiquity.
