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Shepherds Hear About Jesus’ Birth 
Luke 2:8-20

There are about eleventy-zillion ways to feel like an outsider—and none of them 
feel good. 

You move to a new neighborhood. Start at a new school. Don’t make the team. 
Do make the team. Everyone around you gets a joke and you don’t. You tell a 
joke and nobody gets it.

And boom: Instant outsider. You feel silly, small, and alone. Like everyone’s 
looking but nobody cares. 

But here’s the truth: If you know Jesus, you’re never an outsider because Jesus 
turns outsiders into insiders. He invites you into a friendship with him and into 
friendships with his other friends. It’s instant family—with Jesus at the very 
center.
