Falling Into Place

The Apostle John began his Gospel with a description of
this Logos or Word. John said, “In the beginning was the Word,
and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. He was
with God in the beginning. All things were created through him,
and apart from him not one thing was created that has been cre-
ated. In him was life, and that life was the light of men. That
light shines in the darkness, and yet the darkness did not over-
come it.” Athanasius, in the fourth century after Christ, would
preach this same idea. He wrote in his book Against the Hea-
then,

He made all things by His own eternal Word, and gave
substantive existence to Creation, and moreover did not leave it
to be tossed in a tempest in the course of its own nature, lest it
should run the risk of once more dropping out of existence’ ; but,
because He is good He guides and settles the whole Creation by
His own Word, Who is Himself also God, that by the governance
and providence and ordering action of the Word, Creation may
have light, and be enabled to abide alway securely.

In other words, God didn’t leave us. God the Son actively
governs and provides for his creation. Jesus is the glue that holds
everything together.

Jesus has always been and will always be the glue that holds
creation together. “Here is something marvelous: the Son of God
descended from heaven in such a way that, without leaving
heaven, he willed to be borne in the virgin’s womb, to go about
the earth, and to hang upon the cross; yet he continuously filled
the world even as he had done from the beginning!” Even as the
nails held his body to the cross, Jesus held the universe together
(Heb. 1:3).

“What shall we say to these things? If God is for us, who can
be against us?” If the same God who holds the universe together
is your Savior, what is there to fear? Maybe when our life seems
to be falling apart, it is really just falling into place?

“Black Thursday” 10-24-1929 New York Stock Exchange had a
panic sale of 13 million shares.

“Black Monday” occurred in 10-19-1987 when the
market plunged 508 points a record drop. Black has been
associated with bad, evil, and generally speaking not good things.

After mentioning
examples of sinners of the past Jude 13 says, “Raging waves of
the sea, foaming out their own shame; wandering stars, to whom
is reserved the blackness of darkness for ever.” Black may be
your favorite color. Black may have gotten a bad rap on the
October stock market days, but one thing is for sure we do not
want to be associated in the darkness/blackness that comes from
sin. 1st John 1:5 "This then is the message which we have heard
of him, and declare unto you, that God is light, and in him is no
darkness at all.” May we all seek to live in the light.

Easy Come, Easy Go

Most of us are astonished at the
amounts of money earned by professional
athletes. Despite making millions of dollars,
many of these famous athletes end up de-
claring bankruptcy. A 2009 Sports lllus-
trated documentary concluded that as many
as 78 percent of NFL players face financial
difficulty within two years of retirement. NBA
statistics were as high as 60 percent.

While every case was different, bad
investments certainly played a part. Besides
his dog-fighting conviction, Michael Vick lost
six million dollars in car rental, real estate,
and wine shop investments. John Elway had
his agent illegally invest 15 million dollars in
a Ponzi scheme. Sheryl Swoopes, great
women’s basketball player, blew through her
50 million dollars through bad investments.
Mike Tyson lost 400 million through a di-
vorce and extravagant spending (two Las
Vegas mansions, $173,000 necklace, etc.).

Jesus warned His audience one day
(Lk. 12), “For not even when one has an
abundance does his life consist of his pos-
sessions.” He illustrated that truth with a
prosperous farmer whose bountiful harvest
demanded the building of new storage
barns. However, that man’s death deprived
him of ever using or enjoying what he had.
Jesus called anyone who is rich in stuff but
poor in their relationship with God “a fool.”

Yet today, people will sacrifice their
health, family and integrity to get ahead. We
do this knowing full well that our wealth will
be lost through poor investment, national
crisis, natural disaster, or death. Let’s focus
on what is really important — treasures laid
up in heaven!
