IS IT TRUE

Christians believe that God became man in Jesus and did something that can radically alter our eternal destiny. If you say to me they may be “true for you but not for me” then you can only mean that I find these things comforting but you don’t, which is not al all what I mean when I say these things are true and its certainty not what the bible means either. 

In fact the bible generally doesn’t expect believing these truths to make life more comforting. Many of the earliest readers of the bible and some of its writers were actually put to death because of what they believed. Hardly comforting unless what they believed to be true was really true.

Therefore may I be so bold as to ask you to think about this. If these things (God, Jesus, death and resurrection heaven and hell) and so on are really true that is objectively true, true for everyone then you need a Saviour not because you are any worse than anyone else but simply because you’re not perfect anymore than I am. 

Jesus Christ is the only Saviour there is for he said “I am the way, the truth and the life; no one comes to the Father except through me.” Therefore anyone who comes to the Father through Jesus will find real and lasting forgiveness and a hope of a future home in heaven.
