With so much uncertainty right now we are excited that the rest of this year is booked up with meetings in
Ohio, Mississippi, Tennessee, North Carolina, South Carolina, and Virginia. Please continue to pray
for safety as we travel and for these various meetings to be fruitful both spiritually and
financially.

It is still our desire to depart for Papua New Guinea around the first week of February, although we
still do not have our approved visas yet. We have continued to stay in contact with the folks in PNG who
are handling our paperwork, and they have assured us that we can expect to have these approved visas in
our hands any day. Please pray with us that we will be able to get these visas returned to us
very soon in order to allow us to have ample time to make the proper travel arrangements.

We are also monitoring and continually investigating the necessary requirements that Papua New
Guinea has in place regarding to the quarantine we will have to do upon arrival, and as you can imagine,
the rules seem to change almost daily. There are a few options that seem to be coming available, but we
are just trusting that the Lord will direct us as to what we should do in the coming days. We are confident
that the Lord will make all of these details more clear and work all these things out for his glory and honor.
