Option 1

Study a book of the Bible in person with 
someone, working through the Inductive Bible 

Study method together.

- Pick a book of the Bible
- Invite 1-4 people to study together
- Work through C.I.A. together 
- Pray for each other based on the passage



Option 2

Study a book of the Bible individually and meet with someone 
to discuss what you learned, questions and how you need to 

respond.

- Pick a book of the Bible
- Invite 1-4 people to study together
- Work through C.I.A. on your own
- Discuss together what you learned in your study time
- Pray for each other based on the passage



Option 3

Use a Bible Reading Plan to Study with Someone

- Find someone using the same daily reading plan as you
- Read through the plan each day
- Pick one passage to focus on to study together
- Pray for each other based on the passage



Tips :

-Make a plan and stick to it as best as you can

-Plan and calendar meeting days and times 

-Meet 1x a week, every two weeks or 1x a month

-Set a time duration such as 6 weeks, 3 months, 6 months, or 
1 year

-Prioritize the time and only reschedule if you really have to



Finish studying the book of James on your own

-Take a small passage each week

-Invite 1-4 other people to study with you
