But without me he can do nothing. ¢ If anyone does not remain
in me, then he is like a branch that is thrown away. That branch dies. People pick up dead
branches, throw them into the fire, and burn them. ” Remain in me and follow my teachings.

8 You
should produce much fruit and show that you are my followers. This brings glory to my
Father.

Family Activity 1:
