What do you think it means to love others like Jesus loved?

Jesus showed love to all he met, he demonstrated love in many
different ways. Jesus loved by providing for needs (feeding the 5,000),
through healing, through teaching others about God's love, through
spending quality time with friends, praying for them and serving them.

Jesus' biggest demonstration of love was dying on the cross. Jesus
knew that the most important thing was for others to connect with God
in relationship! He showed love by helping them to do this.
