Ezekiel 36:24-28

Israel and Judah put God in the same position as parents who

deal with children.

“Go up and down the streets of Jerusalem, look around and
consider, search through her squares. If you can find but one
person who deals honestly and seeks the truth, | will forgive this
city” (Jeremiah 5:1 NIV).

The LORD, the God of their ancestors, sent word to them through
his messengers again and again, because he had pity on his peo-
ple and on his dwelling place. But they mocked God'’s
messengers, despised his words and scoffed at his prophets until
the wrath of the LORD was aroused against his people and there
was no remedy (2 Chronicles 36:15-16).
