Further, that he feeds and 

nourishes my soul to everlasting life, with his crucified 

body and shed blood, as assuredly as I receive from the 

hands of the minister, and taste with my mouth the bread 

and cup of the Lord, as certain signs of the body and blood 

of Christ.
