After the book of Law was read to Josiah, he took immediate action. Let’s consider his course of action.
Here’s how he responded.
1. HE WENT TO GOD FOR DIRECTION. (2 KINGS 22:13-20)

2. HE CALLED THE PEOPLE HE WAS RESPONSIBLE FOR AND DECLARED THAT THINGS WOULD CHANGE. (23:1-3)

3. HE DEMOLISHED EVERYTHING THAT WAS IN OPPOSITION TO GOD. (23:4-20; 24)

4. HE REESTABLISHED SOME OLD CUSTOMS THAT HONORED GOD. (23:21)

5. HE LIVED THE REST OF HIS DAYS DEVOTED TO GOD IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE BOOK. (23:25)


Josiah wasn’t looking for knowledge when he came across this book, he was comfortable in ignorance, but once the ignorance was displaced with real understanding, his life changed forever. If you could talk to Josiah after he had done all that he had done I fully believe his only regret would be that the book wasn’t read to him sooner. You have in your hands “the Book” all of what was read to Josiah and so much more. 

If I were to choose a passage that best represents what being devoted to the word looks like it would be this one:
(2 Ki 23:25) Neither before nor after Josiah was there a king like him who turned to the LORD as he did—with all his heart and with all his soul and with all his strength, in accordance with all the Law of Moses.
Being devoted to God by being devoted to the word of God means action not just understanding. As you study the word allow God to use that word to convict you, transform you, redirect you, and take the action necessary to align your life with the words found in this book.
