Togo is a country in West Africa. Missionary Katee Sheppard 
works in Togo and in other countries in West Africa.

For years, IMB missionaries and national partners in West 
Africa have been sharing the good news of Jesus by telling 
Bible stories out loud. Some cultures don’t read and write; 
they prefer to learn Bible stories by hearing them spoken.

Katee Sheppard* has seen firsthand the impact that 
Bible stories in Africans’ heart languages can have.

“They ask questions and God opens doors 
that lead many to Christ,” Katee says.

Now African Christians are leading workshops in how to tell 
the stories for thousands of believers representing dozens of 
languages. In Togo, there is a school called the Baptist Bible 
Institute of Togo that teaches this important ministry so that 
many, many more people can hear the good news of Jesus.
