Opening Prayer  
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First Lesson   Genesis 3:1-15  

Now the serpent was more crafty than any other beast of the field that 
the Lord God had made.  

He said to the woman, “Did God actually say, ‘You shall not eat of any tree in the 
garden’?” And the woman said to the serpent, “We may eat of the fruit of the trees 
in the garden, but God said, ‘You shall not eat of the fruit of the tree that is in the 
midst of the garden, neither shall you touch it, lest you die.’” But the serpent said to 
the woman, “You will not surely die. For God knows that when you eat of it your 
eyes will be opened, and you will be like God, knowing good and evil.” So when the 
woman saw that the tree was good for food, and that it was a delight to the eyes, 
and that the tree was to be desired to make one wise, she took of its fruit and ate, 
and she also gave some to her husband who was with her, and he ate. Then the 
eyes of both were opened, and they knew that they were naked. And they sewed fig 
leaves together and made themselves loincloths.  

And they heard the sound of the LORD God walking in the garden in the cool of the 
day, and the man and his wife hid themselves from the presence of the LORD God 
among the trees of the garden. But the LORD God called to the man and said to him, 
“Where are you?” And he said, “I heard the sound of you in the garden, and I was 
afraid, because I was naked, and I hid myself.” He said, “Who told you that you were 
naked? Have you eaten of the tree of which I commanded you not to eat?” The man 
said, “The woman whom you gave to be with me, she gave me fruit of the tree, and I 
ate.” Then the LORD God said to the woman, “What is this that you have done?” The 
woman said, “The serpent deceived me, and I ate.”  

The Lord God said to the serpent,  

“Because you have done this, 
 cursed are you above all livestock 
 and above all beasts of the field; 
 on your belly you shall go, 
 and dust you shall eat 
 all the days of your life. 
I will put enmity between you and the woman, 
 and between your offspring and her offspring; 
 he shall bruise your head, 
 and you shall bruise his heel.”  
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First Carol   #196  “Come, Thou Long Expected Jesus”      
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Second Lesson   Genesis 12:1-3; 17:4-7, 15-16  

Now the LORD said to Abram, “Go from your country and your kindred and your 
father's house to the land that I will show you. And I will make of you a great 
nation, and I will bless you and make your name great, so that you will be a 
blessing. I will bless those who bless you, and him who dishonors you I will 
curse, and in you all the families of the earth shall be blessed.”  

“Behold, my covenant is with you, and you shall be the father of a multitude of 
nations. No longer shall your name be called Abram, but your name shall be 
Abraham, for I have made you the father of a multitude of nations. I will make 
you exceedingly fruitful, and I will make you into nations, and kings shall come 
from you. And I will establish my covenant between me and you and your 
offspring after you throughout their generations for an everlasting covenant, 
to be God to you and to your offspring after you.  

And God said to Abraham, “As for Sarai your wife, you shall not call her name 
Sarai, but Sarah shall be her name. I will bless her, and moreover, I will give 
you a son by her. I will bless her, and she shall become nations; kings of peoples 
shall come from her.”  
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Second Carol   #210  “Silent Night! Holy Night” (Verses 1-3) 
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Third Lesson   2 Samuel 7:12-16; Micah 5:2-5 

When your days are fulfilled and you lie down with your fathers, I will raise up 
your offspring after you, who shall come from your body, and I will establish his 
kingdom. He shall build a house for my name, and I will establish the throne of 
his kingdom forever. I will be to him a father, and he shall be to me a son. When 
he commits iniquity, I will discipline him with the rod of men, with the stripes 
of the sons of men, but my steadfast love will not depart from him, as I took it 
from Saul, whom I put away from before you. And your house and your kingdom 
shall be made sure forever before me. Your throne shall be established forever.  

But you, O Bethlehem Ephrathah, 
 who are too little to be among the clans of Judah, 
 from you shall come forth for me 
 one who is to be ruler in Israel, 
 whose coming forth is from of old, 
 from ancient days. 
Therefore he shall give them up until the time 
 when she who is in labor has given birth; 
 then the rest of his brothers shall return 
 to the people of Israel. 
And he shall stand and shepherd his flock in the strength of the LORD, 
 in the majesty of the name of the LORD his God. 
And they shall dwell secure, for now he shall be great 
 to the ends of the earth.

Third Carol   #201  “O Little Town of Bethlehem” 
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Fourth Lesson   Isaiah 7:14; 9:2-7; 11:1-9 

Therefore the Lord himself will give you a sign. Behold, the virgin shall conceive 
and bear a son, and shall call his name Immanuel.  

The people who walked in darkness 
 have seen a great light; 
 those who dwelt in a land of deep darkness, 
 on them has light shone. 
You have multiplied the nation; 
 you have increased its joy; 
 they rejoice before you 
 as with joy at the harvest, 
 as they are glad when they divide the spoil. 
For the yoke of his burden, 
 and the staff for his shoulder, 
 the rod of his oppressor, 
 you have broken as on the day of Midian. 
For every boot of the tramping warrior in battle tumult 
 and every garment rolled in blood 
 will be burned as fuel for the fire. 
For to us a child is born, 
 to us a son is given; 
 and the government shall be upon his shoulder, 
 and his name shall be called 
Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God, 
Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace. 
Of the increase of his government and of peace  
 there will be no end, 
 on the throne of David and over his kingdom, 
 to establish it and to uphold it 
 with justice and with righteousness 
 from this time forth and forevermore. 
The zeal of the LORD of hosts will do this.  
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There shall come forth a shoot from the stump of Jesse, 
 and a branch from his roots shall bear fruit. 
And the Spirit of the LORD shall rest upon him, 
 the Spirit of wisdom and understanding, 
 the Spirit of counsel and might, 
 the Spirit of knowledge and the fear of the LORD. 
And his delight shall be in the fear of the LORD. 
He shall not judge by what his eyes see, 
 or decide disputes by what his ears hear, 
 but with righteousness he shall judge the poor, 
 and decide with equity for the meek of the earth; 
 and he shall strike the earth with the rod of his mouth, 
 and with the breath of his lips he shall kill the wicked. 
Righteousness shall be the belt of his waist, 
 and faithfulness the belt of his loins.  

The wolf shall dwell with the lamb, 
 and the leopard shall lie down with the young goat, 
 and the calf and the lion and the fattened calf together; 
 and a little child shall lead them. 
The cow and the bear shall graze; 
 their young shall lie down together; 
 and the lion shall eat straw like the ox. 
The nursing child shall play over the hole of the cobra, 
 and the weaned child shall put his hand on the adder's den. 
They shall not hurt or destroy 
 in all my holy mountain; 
 for the earth shall be full of the knowledge of the LORD 
 as the waters cover the sea.  
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Fourth Carol   #194  “O Come, O Come, Emmanuel” (Verses 1-3 & 5) 
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Fifth Lesson   Luke 1:26-38; Matthew 1:18-25 
 In the sixth month the angel Gabriel was sent from God to a city of Galilee named 
Nazareth,  to a virgin betrothed to a man whose name was Joseph, of the house of 
David. And the virgin's name was Mary.  And he came to her and said, “Greetings, 
O favored one, the Lord is with you!” But she was greatly troubled at the saying, 
and tried to discern what sort of greeting this might be. And the angel said to her, 
“Do not be afraid, Mary, for you have found favor with God. And behold, you will 
conceive in your womb and bear a son, and you shall call his name Jesus. He will be 
great and will be called the Son of the Most High. And the Lord God will give to him 
the throne of his father David, and he will reign over the house of Jacob forever, 
and of his kingdom there will be no end.”  

And Mary said to the angel, “How will this be, since I am a virgin?”  

 And the angel answered her, “The Holy Spirit will come upon you, and the power 
of the Most High will overshadow you; therefore the child to be born will be called 
holy—the Son of God. And behold, your relative Elizabeth in her old age has also 
conceived a son, and this is the sixth month with her who was called barren. For 
nothing will be impossible with God.” And Mary said, “Behold, I am the servant of 
the Lord; let it be to me according to your word.” And the angel departed from her.  

Now the birth of Jesus Christ took place in this way. When his mother Mary had 
been betrothed to Joseph, before they came together she was found to be with 
child from the Holy Spirit. And her husband Joseph, being a just man and unwill-
ing to put her to shame, resolved to divorce her quietly. But as he considered these 
things, behold, an angel of the Lord appeared to him in a dream, saying, “Joseph, 
son of David, do not fear to take Mary as your wife, for that which is conceived in 
her is from the Holy Spirit. She will bear a son, and you shall call his name Jesus, for 
he will save his people from their sins.” All this took place to fulfill what the Lord 
had spoken by the prophet:  

“Behold, the virgin shall conceive and bear a son, 
    and they shall call his name Immanuel”  

(which means, God with us). When Joseph woke from sleep, he did as the angel of 
the Lord commanded him: he took his wife, but knew her not until she had given 
birth to a son. And he called his name Jesus.  
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Fifth Carol   #195  “Joy to the World! The Lord Is Come”  
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Sixth Lesson   Luke 2:1-16 

In those days a decree went out from Caesar Augustus that all the world should 
be registered. This was the first registration when Quirinius was governor of 
Syria. And all went to be registered, each to his own town. And Joseph also went 
up from Galilee, from the town of Nazareth, to Judea, to the city of David, which 
is called Bethlehem, because he was of the house and lineage of David, to be 
registered with Mary, his betrothed, who was with child. And while they were 
there, the time came for her to give birth. And she gave birth to her firstborn son 
and wrapped him in swaddling cloths and laid him in a manger, because there was 
no place for them in the inn.  

And in the same region there were shepherds out in the field, keeping watch over 
their flock by night. And an angel of the Lord appeared to them, and the glory of 
the Lord shone around them, and they were filled with great fear.  And the angel 
said to them, “Fear not, for behold, I bring you good news of great joy that will be 
for all the people. For unto you is born this day in the city of David a Savior, who 
is Christ the Lord. And this will be a sign for you: you will find a baby wrapped in 
swaddling cloths and lying in a manger.” And suddenly there was with the angel 
a multitude of the heavenly host praising God and saying,  

“Glory to God in the highest, 
    and on earth peace among those with whom he is pleased!”  

When the angels went away from them into heaven, the shepherds said to one 
another, “Let us go over to Bethlehem and see this thing that has happened, 
which the Lord has made known to us.” And they went with haste and found 
Mary and Joseph, and the baby lying in a manger.  
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Sixth Carol   #195  “Angels We Have Heard On High”  (Verses 1-3) 
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Seventh Lesson   Revelation 22:1-5, 16 

Then the angel showed me the river of the water of life, bright as crystal, flowing 
from the throne of God and of the Lamb through the middle of the street of the 
city; also, on either side of the river, the tree of life with its twelve kinds of fruit, 
yielding its fruit each month. The leaves of the tree were for the healing of the na-
tions. No longer will there be anything accursed, but the throne of God and of the 
Lamb will be in it, and his servants will worship him. They will see his face, and his 
name will be on their foreheads. And night will be no more. They will need no light 
of lamp or sun, for the Lord God will be their light, and they will reign forever and 
ever.  

“I, Jesus, have sent my angel to testify to you about these things for the churches. I 
am the root and the descendant of David, the bright morning star.”  
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Seventh Carol   #208  “O Come, All Ye Faithful”  (Verses 1-3) 
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Confession of Faith Heidelberg Catechism, Lord’s Day 14 
(Bold = Pastor,  Italic = Congregation) 

 

What does it mean that, “he was conceived by the Holy Spirit, born of the virgin 

Mary?”  

That the eternal Son of God, who is and remains true and eternal God, took to Himself, 

through the working of the Holy Spirit, from the flesh and blood of the virgin Mary, 

a true human nature so that he might also become David’s true descendant, like his 

brothers in all things, except for sin.  

 

How does the holy conception and birth of Christ benefit you?  

He is our mediator and, in God’s sight, he covers with his innocence and perfect 

holiness my sin, in which I was conceived.
