For if anyone is a hearer of the word and not a doer, he is like a man observing his natural
face in a mirror; for he observes himself, goes away, and immediately forgets what kind of
man he was. But he who looks into the perfect law of liberty and continues in it, and is not a

Realize we look in the mirror not as the art critic to prove our knowledge only to be let
down because we see ourselves. See Christ! Don’t look at the mirror like the evil queen only
to feel good about yourself. A mirror only reveals the outward appearance. Christ works in

Will you be a doer of the Word? Will you grow in liberty and mercy? Will you grow in the

law as knowing God and allow that knowledge of and walk with God to change your life?
