LESSONS FROM FIRST SAMUEL 
     1 Samuel 7:12-13 Then Samuel took a stone and set it up between Mizpah and Shen. He 
named it Ebenezer, saying, “Thus far the Lord has helped us.”  13 So the Philistines were 
subdued and they stopped invading Israel’s territory. Throughout Samuel’s lifetime, the hand of 
the Lord was against the Philistines.   
[Ebenezer means “stone of help”] 

 
LESSONS FOR US: 

• The Lord is my helper. 
o 1 Thessalonians 2:2 We had previously suffered and been treated outrageously in Philippi, 

as you know, but with the help of our God we dared to tell you his gospel in the face of 
strong opposition. 

o Hebrews 2:18 Because he himself suffered when he was tempted, he is able to help those 
who are being tempted. 

o Hebrews 4:16 Let us then approach God’s throne of grace with confidence, so that we 
may receive mercy and find grace to help us in our time of need. 

o Hebrews 13:6 So we say with confidence, “The Lord is my helper; I will not be afraid. 
What can mere mortals do to me?”
