[Dan 5:18, 21 NASB20] 18 "O king, the Most High God granted sovereignty, greatness, honor, and majesty to Nebuchadnezzar your father. ... 21 "He was also driven away from mankind, and his heart was made like [that of] animals, and his dwelling place [was] with the wild donkeys. [Gen 14:2, 4, 8, 10-24 NASB20] 2 [that] they made war with Bera king of Sodom, and with Birsha king of Gomorrah, Shinab king of Admah, and Shemeber king of Zeboiim, and the king of Bela (that is, Zoar). ... 4 For twelve years they had served Chedorlaomer, but [in] the thirteenth year they rebelled. ... 8 And the king of Sodom and the king of Gomorrah, the king of Admah and the king of Zeboiim, and the king of Bela (that is, Zoar) came out; and they lined up for battle against them in the Valley of Siddim, ... 10 Now the Valley of Siddim was full of tar pits; and the kings of Sodom and Gomorrah fled, and they fell into them. But those who survived fled to the hill country. 11 Then they took all the possessions of Sodom and Gomorrah and all their food supply, and departed. 12 They also took Lot, Abram's nephew, and his possessions and departed, for he was living in Sodom. 13 Then a survivor came and told Abram the Hebrew. Tamar: a childless Canaanite widow who buried two husbands and posed as a prostitute to seduce her father-in-law (Genesis 38) 
Rahab: a prostitute (and maybe—hopefully!—an innkeeper?) from Israel’s wartime neighbor, Jericho (Joshua 2)
Ruth: a Moabite, which was enough to ban her from Israel’s temple (Deuteronomy 23:3) and generally mark her for disdain 
“Uriah’s wife” (Bathsheba): perhaps a Hittite like her husband, and more likely a victim of sexual assault than a willing adulteress, though her contemporaries may have viewed her with contempt just the same (2 Samuel 11)
Even Mary’s story is complicated. She wasn’t foreign.
