And God spake all these words, saying, 1
am the LORD thy God, which have
brought thee out of the land of Egypt,
out of the house of bondage. Thou shalt
have no other gods before me. Thou shalt
not make unto thee any graven image, or
any likeness of any thing that is in heaven
above, ot that is in the earth beneath, or
that is in the water under the earth:

Exodus 20:1-4

It wasn't an honest question motivated by
a sincere desire to obey God. Instead it
was meant as a trap for Jesus. “Then one
of them, which was a lawyer, asked him a
question, tempting him, and saying, Mas-
ter, which is the great commandment in
the law?” (Matthew 22:36-37). The idea
that as long as we are in line with a few
important things the rest doesn't matter
to God is false, but it is not new. People
who are looking for loopholes in God's
law, ways in which they can be okay with
God without having to give up their sins,
reveal that they have a heart problem.
“For this is the love of God, that we keep
his commandments: and his command-
ments are not grievous” (1 John 5:3).
It is not by accident that the Ten Com-
mandments begin with a focus on God.
Nothing else can be allowed to take His
place. Nothing can substitute for loving
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
