LESSONS FROM FIRST SAMUEL by Dean Hansen 
     1 Samuel 15:3 The Lord told King Saul “Now go, attack the Amalekites and totally destroy all 
that belongs to them.  Do not spare them; put to death men and women, children and infants, 
cattle and sheep, camels and donkeys.” 
     1 Samuel 15:23  Because King Saul didn’t kill the king of the Amalekites or the best of their 
animals, Samuel told King Saul, “Because you have rejected the word of the Lord, He has 
rejected you as king.” 
 
LESSONS TO LEARN: 

• Accept God’s word, don’t reject it like King Saul. 
o When we accepted and obeyed the word of God, we were born again. 

o 1 Peter 1:23 “For you have been born again, not of perishable seed, but of 
imperishable, through the living and enduring word of God.” 

o Because we are born again, we don’t continue to live in sin. 
o 1 John 3:9 “No one who is born of God will continue to sin, because God’s seed 

remains in them; they cannot go on sinning, because they have been born of God.” 
o To help us avoid living in sin, God has given us His word and we should accept it. 

o James 1:21 “Therefore, get rid of all moral filth and the evil that is so prevalent and 
humbly accept the word planted in you, which can save you.” 

o Accepting God’s word means we obey it, we don’t just listen to it. 
o James 1:22 “Do not merely listen to the word, and so deceive yourselves. Do what it 

says.”
