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Discipline
Positive discipline is the primary method for managing the children.  Manners are practiced and required and rules of the classroom are established the first day of class. We will use reminders, apologies and  redirection to different activities for children who are having difficulty cooperating in the same activity.  Seating arrangements may also be rearranged to better facilitate listening and cooperation among the children and teachers.  Time-out is seldom used and is reserved for children who are having great difficulty following the rules.
Teachers will talk with and subsequently work with the parents if a child is having a great deal of difficulty following rules or using cooperative behavior with teachers and peers. The goal in class is always for every child to be successful and to enjoy being in class. 
Some children have difficulty sitting and participating with a group, but are fine one on one. This year we will offer several alternatives in order to help children be more successful in class. We will have a box of sensory toys that children can hold during group time as long as they are participating. We will also have a quiet corner in our book area that will allow children to take a break away from the group but still hear and participate as much as they are able.
