ROMANS, PART 13: YOUR ADVANTAGE CARD 
DAN HENDLEY | ROMANS 3:1-8
SCRIPTURE REFERENCES | New American Standard Bible is used unless otherwise indicated

ROMANS 3:1-8 
1 Then what advantage has the Jew? Or what is the benefit of circumcision? 2 Great 
in every respect. First of all, that they were entrusted with the oracles of God. 3 
What then? If some did not believe, their unbelief will not nullify the faithfulness of 
God, will it? 4 May it never be! Rather, let God be found true, though every man be 
found a liar, as it is written, “That You may be justified in Your words, And prevail 
when You are judged.” 5 But if our unrighteousness demonstrates the righteousness 
of God, what shall we say? The God who inflicts wrath is not unrighteous, is He? (I 
am speaking in human terms.) 6 May it never be! For otherwise, how will God judge 
the world? 7 But if through my lie the truth of God abounded to His glory, why am 
I also still being judged as a sinner? 8 And why not say (as we are slanderously 
reported and as some claim that we say), “Let us do evil that good may come”? 
Their condemnation is just.

7 “But,” someone might still argue, “how can God 
condemn me as a sinner if my dishonesty highlights His truthfulness and brings Him 
more glory?”

28 You are not a true Jew just because you were born of Jewish parents or because 
you have gone through the ceremony of circumcision. 29 No, a true Jew is one 
whose heart is right with God. And true circumcision is not merely obeying the letter 
of the law; rather, it is a change of heart produced by the Spirit.
