The Big Mistake

There is no such thing as "Replacement Theology.” Critics of historic Reformed theology misrepresent their position by asserting the
Church has replaced Israel. This illustration depicts the errant view ascribed to Reformed or Covenant theologians.

So what /s the mainstream Reformed / Covenant view? They hold that there is one people of God. This singular “People of God" is
comprised of people from both Jewish and Centile descent. The common factor is that they are “saved by grace through faith.”

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Vindication of God’s Promise

But it is not that the word of God has taken no
effect. For they are not all Israel who are of Israel,
nor are they all children because they are the seed
of Abraham; but, “In Isaac your seed shall be called.”

That is, those who are the children of the flesh, these
are not the children of God; but the children of the
promise are counted as the seed. (omans :6-8)

God’s Word, promise, and election had not failed!
Not all descendants of Israel were to be saved.
Hinlo -8 unmixes national, spiritual, roles, salvation.
Election based on God’s promise, not ancestry.
