Butdid you know the answer could be 100? Here’s
why!

When Jesus came to earth as a baby, He was
100% God. But on that night in the little town of
Bethlehem, Jesus entered the world as a baby,
100% human.

100% HUMAN +100% GOD = JESUS

Jesus walked and talked, ate and slept, felt anger
and surprise, lived and died so that we could be
forgiven. When Jesus came to earth to show us
the way to God, He was full of grace and truth.

100% GRACE +100% TRUTH = JESUS

When we see how loving and kind and amazing
Jesus is, we understand why we should follow
Jesus. He is also forgiving and willing to give us
a second chance when we mess up. And while
the math might not add up the way we think it
should, Jesus is the one worth following as we
grow in knowledge each day.
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
